Following a brief business meeting that will includ e a sneak preview of next year’s 56 th annual international STC conference in Atlanta, 
nine chapter members who attended the 55 th annual international STC conference in Philadelphi a in June will bring you a full-blown mini-
conference in a unique format that is 50% progressi on, 50% colonial nostalgia—and 110% fun. 

The format is designed to simulate a realistic conf erence experience—including the sometimes vexing ch allenge of selecting the selec-
tions you attend from a staggering array of fascina ting and informational alternatives.

-prepared material and some with valuable handouts to boot.
